This process
involves carefully comparing the club’s various
tasks with the specific duties and responsibilities
assigned to board members. By identifying where
the bylaws align with or differ from actual club
operations, the club can develop an updated
constitution and set of bylaws that more
accurately reflect its needs and practices. This
approach supports a clearer understanding of
roles and fosters the ongoing growth and success
of the organization.

Save our dashboards! Alan Dove, AB1XW

lwood Downey, WBOOEW, became a Silent

Key in January. He wasn't a member of the
HCRA, and I never met him personally, but many
of us have his Hamclock software running in our
shacks. For those unfamiliar with Hamclock, it's a
nifty dashboard that you can run on a Raspberry
Pi (or just about any other spare computer you
have around), and get a constant display of a
grayline map and a bunch of other useful ham
radio-related information. Unfortunately,
Hamclock relies on a connection to Elwood's web
server, which will go offline within the next few
months. At that point, all Hamclocks will stop
working.

Hamclock is dead; Long live
Hamclock!

Because the project was so popular, there's
been a lot of discussion about this situation
online. One result is the new Open Hamclock
(https://github.com/accius/openhamclock) project,
an Open Source implementation of a similar
dashboard that doesn't rely on a single
individual's private web server. I haven't tried it
yet, but since it runs on node.js, it should be easy
to install on the same Raspberry Pi (or other
system) you used to run Hamclock. Open
Hamclock is written in Javascript, so if you know
that, you can even modify it however you like.

For those who don't feel up to self-hosting
their new dashboard, there's also an instance
(https://openhamclock.com) you can use in any
web browser.
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HamSCl Workshop

Ham radio science comes to CT

HamSClI, the Ham Radio Science Citizen
Investigation, is pleased to announce the ninth
annual HamSCI Workshop, which will begin
Saturday, March 14, 2026, and conclude the next
day. It will be at Central Connecticut State
University (CCSU) in Newington, CT. The theme
for the conference is “Discovering Science
Through Amateur Radio,” with registration now
open.

The annual HamSCI meeting will provide an
opportunity for the amateur radio and
professional research communities to collaborate
and share ideas. HamSCI workshops act as
forums that are interesting and accessible to both
groups. The Workshop will feature a number of
invited tutorials given by both amateurs and
practicing scientists.

HamSCl is collaborating with ARRL, The
National Association for Amateur Radio, with its
nearby headquarters providing an exclusive
opportunity to tour facilities, behind-the-scenes
access to the ARRL Laboratory, the W1HQ Radio
Laboratory and the W1AW Hiram P. Maxim
Memorial Station, which licensed hams may
operate.

The workshop is a must for amateur radio
operators and citizen scientists, professional
researchers and engineers, faculty and educators,
and undergraduate and graduate students.

HamSClI's chief area of interest is the use of
amateur radio techniques for the characterization
and study of ionospheric phenomena, such as
traveling ionospheric disturbances, sporadic E,
response to solar flares, geomagnetic storms, and
other space weather events. To facilitate this
science, there will be discussions concerning
continued development of the HamSCI Personal
Space Weather Station, integration of amateur

radio into the collegiate curriculum, and related
topics. There will also be presentations relating to
amateur radio and science, particularly space and
atmospheric science, space weather, and radio
astronomy.

For registration details and updates, visit
hamsci.org/hamsci2026. The 2026 HamSCI
workshop is supported by grants from the
National Science Foundation and Amateur Radio
Digital Communications (ARDC), and the
organizing committee includes representatives
from CCSU partner institutions such as the
University of Scranton, New Jersey Institute of
Technology, and ARRL. For those unable to
attend in-person, a virtual attendance option will
be announced closer to the workshop.

HamSClI fosters collaboration between
professional researchers and amateur radio
operators. It assists in developing and maintaining
standards and agreements between all people and
organizations involved. Its goals are to advance
scientific research and understanding through
amateur radio activities, encourage the
development of modern technologies to support
this research, and provide educational
opportunities for the amateur community and the
public.
